AD Self Service Tutorial

AD Self Service is an AJAX enhanced web part that allows users to change their own AD
property information. It also gives administrators the option to reesnals, as well as keep
logs to track changes made. Moreover, administrators can exclude certaifrarsediing this
web partand select which AD properties are accessible.

In the web part settings page, the administrator can configure the laybatwélb part; he can
add& remove tabs and properties, and choose under which tab the properties should be
displayed. The administrator can also specify which AD propertiesdatiable which are read
only, and which are invisible. For accessible propgrtie carthooseo allow userdo type in
entries select from gresetdropdown listor look up informationfrom anotheiSharePointist.

modified. Furthermore, the administrator can remove a property and restore all default properties.
